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Welcome back. This term 5/6W are busy keeping a diary/journal of the many 

things they get up to here at SEW along with other significant events they 

would like to keep a record of. This forms part of our English ôNarrativeõ work and also targets how to write ac-

curate ôdescriptionsõ. Our novel this term is ôDiary of a Wimpy Kidõ which compliments journal writing and also 

provides opportunities to discuss transition to High School strategies. Maths  is all about collecting data and being 

able to present data from a surveys in various graphs. Everyone has been able to input their data into Microsoft Ex-

cel and formulate either a bar, line or pie graph. This term in HSIE, the students are working with Claudia 

(Monday RFF teacher) and Jean (Thursday RFF teacher) on a unit ôGovernmentõ , they will learn about the three 

levels of government in Australia, how laws are made by governments and how politicians are elected to represent 

us.
